Fakuma: Trend Barometer and Concept Originator

After 25 years of existence, the 18th FAKUMA international trade fair for plastics processing, which will take place from 17 through 21 October, will bring together all of the industry’s relevant companies in Friedrichshafen. The FAKUMA will thus simultaneously serve as a trend barometer, a concept originator and a source of information, and will indisputably be the industry’s most important event in Europe this year.

The FAKUMA unites traditional and state-of-the-art technologies and products for injection moulders and extruders. The exhibits will cover everything required by modern plastics processing operations from materials and additives, injection moulding machines, extruders and all of the necessary peripherals, for example for material feed, as well as scales, metering devices and drying equipment, right on up to a full spectrum of handling equipment. Beyond this, innovations in the areas of software, quality assurance, recycling and much more will be presented as well. All in all, FAKUMA offers plastics processors a complete overview of the state-of-the-art, and upcoming developments.

Outstanding International Participation

Exhibitor numbers are correspondingly high. 1451 exhibitors have registered to date – nearly as many as in the record breaking year of 2005. 860 exhibitors come from Germany, and 591 from outside of Germany. This is indicative of the high level of international acceptance enjoyed by the FAKUMA. Exhibitors from Switzerland, Austria, Italy and the Netherlands are amongst the best represented companies.

Attractive Supplemental Program

The forum, which is dedicated to product presentations and has been an integral part of the event for several years now, certainly contributes to the success of the FAKUMA as well 

where visitor numbers are concerned – in 2005 more than 40,000 expert visitor attended the industry event. Exhibitors demonstrate and explain new products, innovations and technologies to interested expert visitors at the forum. More than 1700 visitors attended last year’s forum.

In addition to this, the Bavarian Laser Centre will hold a workshop regarding laser engraving for plastics this year on the 19th of October from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. at the convention centre of the Friedrichshafen Exhibition Centre in the “Austria Room”, for which an admission fee will be charged. At the same time, the technology’s potential, as well as its limitations, will be elucidated – from both economical and technological standpoints.
